You should refer to your camera manufacturer's instructions if you have difficulty or
specific technical questions.

For the most part, installing a camera is very easy. Most USB Cameras are
automatically detected by the Windows Operating System when initially plugged in.
Usually Windows will ask you for a driver when plugging in a new camera. Follow the
instructions from your camera vendor to make sure the camera is correctly installed.

Most IP cameras are found automatically by Visec when connected to a network.
Visec does a network scan and looks for all known IP cameras.
